Businesses have been inundated and the ongoing effects from the 

last two years of COVID and now this disaster will bring some businesses to 

their knees. Times like this cause huge anxieties and pressures for 

families.  Please also think of our many other Lutheran Schools who have 

been flooded in, and have experienced major damage to school sites, or been 

unable to get all their students back to school yet.  

Then, in the wider world, we are faced with the awful news from Ukraine. The 

scenes there are absolutely harrowing. Sometimes, when we see these scenes 

streamed on our media devices, it can cause anxiety.  

Our first response should be in prayer. Knowing that God is there to listen to our worries and anxieties at any time 

gives us as Christians great comfort. ñCast all your anxiety on him because he cares for usò (1 Peter 5:7) It is times 

like these when sharing your burdens with our Lord can give us so much relief because we know He cares for us. 

There is nothing we are going through that we cannot share with Him. 

On Friday, the mask mandate will be lifted, which we will all be grateful for.  We will also transition back to devotions 

on Monday mornings and to other important events.

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School Reminders and Information   
School Fees - School Fee Statements for Term One were posted out to all families last week. Fees are due for 

payment by Friday, the 18th of March, and can be paid at the school office by cash, cheque or EFTPOS. Phone 

payments can be made also, or you can use the credit card slip printed on the bottom of the account.   

Families are welcome to make payments earlier or by instalments should they wish. The longer the period over 

which instalments are spread, the smaller each instalment amount is. Another option is to pay your full yearôs 

fees in total by the 31st of March to receive a 5% discount on your tuition fees. Please contact our registrar, Mrs 

Williams, regarding any of the above options, so that an account can be issued for the full yearôs fees with the 

5% discount applied, or a payment plan set in place. Students in Years 7 ï 10 will receive the State Government 

Textbook Allowance credit on their Term One statements.  If you have any questions regarding your fees, please 

contact Mrs Williams.

School Photos ï Tuesday, the 15th of March 
Tuesday, the 15th of March is school photo day. All photo packets need to be 

returned to the school office by Tuesday, 8th of March. 

1.  Photo packets must be returned to the office (not the classroom).  
2.  All students will have their photos taken, both class and single, whether or not 

they are ordering photos. 

3. Family photo packets are separate.  If parents want a family photo (2 or more family 

members at school), family photo packets are available for collection from the office and 

must be returned to the office. As the Kindy has organised their own photos this 

year, anyone who wishes to have their Kindy child included in a family photo will need 

to pick their child up from Kindy and take them to the photo area ï time to be advised. 

4.  There is a money-back guarantee if parents are dissatisfied with a photo they have paid for. 

5.  Payments can all be in one packet.  If paying by credit card, payments can be bundled into one payment to 

avoid extra credit card charges.  Just write on the envelope which payments are included. 
 

Uniform Requirements ï  

Girls - Prep - skort, gold polo shirt (not house shirt), brown socks and black shoes. 

Girls - Year 1 to Year 6 - formal dress, brown socks and black shoes. 

Boys - Prep to Year 6 - shorts, gold polo shirt (not house shirt), brown socks and black shoes.

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Carpark Reminders  
Drop and Go Zone - The Drop & Go Zone is behind the Bus Zone beside Adermann Park. Please note this is 

not a parking area. Parents are permitted to use the Bus Zone as well, only before 8:30am and after 3:10pm 

provided the buses have departed. Children must exit vehicles on the footpath side of the vehicle only. Please 

make sure that, if you use this area during the times mentioned on the signs, you do not park and get out of your 

vehicle. Keep your vehicle moving forward as cars in front of you depart the area. A list of afternoon Drop & Go 

students will be compiled during the morning roll call. In the afternoons, Drop & Go students will go directly to the 

far gate. Supervision of this area finishes at 3:15pm, and children who have not been collected by this time will 

be asked to wait outside the office area, so parents can collect them from main administration. 

Other Parking - There is plenty of parking in Ian Street, with families able to use the supervised crossing to 

access the school grounds. 

Car Park - Thank you for your co-operation in this matter so that traffic remains manageable.  

Other procedures to remember that are safety issues ï 

1. The car park is one-way traffic only.

Year 7 students recently completed their first English 

assignment. They were assigned a group and a Junior 

Fiction picture book to record as an audiobook. They 

used their Chromebooks to record their voices and 

then they used the iMacs and iMovie to publish the 

audio. They added music and sound effects, deleted 

mistakes, and added credits to create a professional 

sounding audiobook.  

For many students, this was their first time using the 

editing software, so it was a steep learning curve. 

There were plenty of accents, funny voices, and 

expressive reading. Their next assignment is to create 

an informative Podcast.
