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School Reminders and Information   
Last week, while the Year 7,8 and 9 students were away on camp, our Year 10 students 

enjoyed a óCareers Weekô. The week incorporated some ófunô activities such as 

orienteering, sharing good food, bushwalking at the Bunyas, and some opportunities 

to get to know each other a bit better. There was also the óseriousô parts, including 

SET plans and participation in a program run by Centrecare regarding respectful 

relationships called óLove Bitesô (bit of a play on words there!)  

SET plans are Senior Education and Training plans. While the name suggests the 

plans are óset in concreteô, this is incorrect. The plans are an initial conversation with 

Year 10 students to discuss potential areas of interest, possible pathways, and 

opportunities. These were conducted by Mr Huth, and I was impressed by the mature 

attitude most students took to this activity. SET plans are a required part of the Year 10 program and primarily 

for the students first and foremost. However, while we are in this growth stage as we head into senior, the 

information gathered also provides us with some information regarding future staffing for senior. For many 

students, the pathways and óplansô may change, and that is okay, as there are so many pathways and 

opportunities before them that it can sometimes be overwhelming. Mr Huth was able to provide resources for 

students who are interested in undertaking Certificate courses or traineeships.  

The students also participated in a service-learning opportunity at SB Care. They had prepared videos (Tik-Tok 

style!) beforehand, and shared these with the clients. They spent time sharing and chatting to the clients and 

even joined in an impromptu sing along!  This outing was probably the highlight for many of our students, even 

though many were a little anxious prior to the visit. The experience will stay with the students for a long time, I 

am sure, as they reflect on how giving up an afternoon in their week can bless others. Their empathy and 

maturity were recognised by the SB Care team who sent us this email in part: 

óThe students were involved, engaged and interested and participated WITH the centre members. They seemed 

to develop a new-found interest and respect and they laughed with the members and chatted like old 

mates.  Before they left, both boys and girls were shaking hands with the members they had connected with, 

and the staff, which was so good to see. 

The PowerPoint presentations by the kids were wonderful and the centre presentation was fantastic. 

And then the singing ï what a finale. I sat between Peter S and Dawn and they both sang all the way through. 

I cannot compliment you and the team and Darren and the kids enough on what you have achieved with the 

clients today.ô 

Thank you also to all our students, families and staff who participated in the ANZAC Day marches, either in 

Kingaroy or Wondai. It was wonderful to see so many join in to demonstrate their respect.  

Pick Up at Hall Procedures - As many of you know, the hall is a very busy area in the afternoons. We have 

noticed some children have been running off as soon as they see their parentsô car. While we continually remind 

children to watch for their family car, we do not want children to be running out into the car park. We ask that 

parents get out of their car, and acknowledge the staff member, so staff know that you have a visual on your 

child/ren and are assisting them to get into the car safely. With the advent of self-opening rear car doors, we 

have even noticed children going to the back of their cars to put bags in etc. In reality, they are going into the car 

park sometimes with little adult supervision and still need adequate adult supervision. Letôs all work together to 

ensure all our children stay safe in and around the car park. 

Public Holiday - Next Monday, the 2nd of May, is a public holiday for Labour Day. We hope that you enjoy the 

long weekend.

Prep Vision Screeners - Good vision is important for a childôs educational, physical 

and social development. Vision screening checks for common eye conditions that may 

impact your childôs ability to see which then impact their learning and 

development.  The Primary School Nurse Health Readiness Program will be screening 

St Johnôs Prep students commencing on Monday, the 30th of May, 2022. This is a 

Queensland Government service that offers Free Vision Screening to all children 

enrolled in Prep.  If your child is in Prep and you would like their vision screened, you 

will need to complete a consent form.
